Six signs you may need 
a new HVAC system

There’s no place like home, especially when that home is a comfortable and safe 
haven. One of the ways residents find comfort in their homes is by maintaining 
the right indoor temperatures, which fluctuate along with the seasons. While 

there is much to be said about opening windows and doors to let Mother Nature do her 
thing, indoor comfort is often maintained with an HVAC system.

HVAC stands for heating, ventilation and air conditioning. It can include heat 
pumps, furnaces and air conditioning units. It is an automated system that works by 
adjusting a thermostat to regulate air temperature, and sometimes humidity, in the 
home. According to Enviguard, a commercial contracting provider, HVAC systems 
also may be used to improve indoor air quality through filtration and oxygen replace-
ment.

As with any mechanical device, an HVAC system has a life span that must be 
considered. Should any of the following conditions be present, it is likely time to con-
sult with an HVAC technician to see if repairs or replacement of the entire system is 
warranted.

1. Age
If the HVAC system is more than 10 years old, it could be time to begin budgeting 

for a new unit. Many modern, efficient systems may last 12 to 14 years with routine 
maintenance. But it’s good to keep an HVAC system’s age in mind so you can readily 
recognize when it might start to fail.

2. Longer or constant running times
An efficient, properly working system will quickly heat or cool the home and then 

turn off. A system that is turning on repeatedly or having to run for awhile before the 
set temperature is reached could be nearing the end of its utility.

3. Strange noises
Groaning, banging or loud humming noises should be addressed. While these nois-

es may indicate that certain components need maintenance or replacement, they also 
could be symptoms of age and a system nearing failure.

4. Frequent repair visits
Knowing the HVAC company’s repair person by name is a sign that the system has 

required too much work in recent months. Repeated issues and repairs are probably 
signs that it’s time to consider a system replacement.

5. Higher bills
Sticker shock when receiving electricity or gas bills likely mean the HVAC system 

isn’t working efficiently and might need to be replaced.
6. Poor indoor air quality

If the home is dusty or humid or even if allergies seem to have cropped up out of 
nowhere, this could indicate a poorly functioning HVAC system.

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Kitchens and bathrooms often get the most attention when it comes to 
home improvement. However, every room and space in a home may need a 
renovation at some point, and the following are five signs it’s time to renovate.

1. Age
The National Association of Home Builders states that 50 percent of U.S. 

homes are over the age of 40. That means that age alone could dictate a need 
to renovate, particularly if some materials are original to the home. For exam-
ple, asphalt roofs typically last 25 to 30 years, while window frames can last 
20 to 50 years depending on how well they have been maintained.

2. Inconvenient layout
Some homeowners scratch their heads when faced with awkward floor plan 

layouts. While one may live with the inconvenience for some time, typically 
a floor plan that isn’t working for the homeowner is a major driver of renova-
tions.

3. Outdated looks
A home can look dated even if it is a relatively recent build. That’s because 

trends change quickly. For example, dark, cherry cabinets that were popular 
just a little while ago have now been replaced by lighter color palettes. Home-
owners whose homes do not match the looks emulated in design magazines 
may consider a change, particularly if they’re planning to sell soon.

4. Deterioration
Signs of water, storm or structural damage should be addressed as soon 

as possible. Any deterioration should be a strong indicator that it’s time to 
renovate.

5. Efficiency
Escalating utility bills could be indicative of an inefficient home. Home-

owners can conduct energy audits and then improve the areas where energy 
loss may be occurring, such as windows, doors, siding, and insulation.

Natives vary by region
Native plants vary by region. In arid 

climates, certain succulents may be na-
tive because they don’t need much rain-
fall to thrive. In lush wetlands, succulents 
might be out of place. 

Start native planting
The NWF offers native plants for 36 

different states that can be shipped right 
to customers’ doors to help replenish na-
tive varieties. In addition, gardeners can 
visit local gardening centers to select 
native plants. Small and independently 
owned centers often feature knowledge-
able local staff whose expertise can prove 
invaluable to individuals seeking native 
varieties. 

It’s important to keep in mind that 
native varieties may look less cultivated 
than more exotic blooms and foliages 
designed to sell for their unique appear-
ances. Wildflowers and native grasses 
may be the types of native plants found 
in abundance, which may grow up and 
out quickly. These other tips can help the 
process.

• Plan and prepare the site by remov-

ing weeds and turning over the soil. This 
will give seedlings an opportunity to take 
root without competition from weeds. 
Seedlings will give gardens a faster head-
start than waiting around for seeds to 
germinate. However, gardeners can start 
seeds indoors and then move them out-
side once they are seedlings.

• Avoid planting native plants in rows, 
as that’s not how they’re likely to grow 
naturally. Vary the placement so the 
plants look like they sprouted up haphaz-
ardly.

• Gardeners can still exert some con-
trol over native gardens prone to growing 
a little wild. Borders and paths can better 
define the growing areas.

• Grow Native!, an initiative from the 
Missouri Prairie Foundation, suggests 
planting two to four species in broad 
sweeping masses or drifts. Mix grasses 
with flowering plants. The grasses pro-
duce dense, fibrous roots that can prevent 
weed growth.

Native plants should require minimal 
care. Keep an eye on them and supple-
ment with water if conditions have been 
especially dry.

Private backyards are now go-to spaces for recre-
ation and entertainment and great places to re-
charge the body and mind.

One ripple effect of the COVID-19 pandemic was 
more time spent outdoors, even if it was predominantly 
on one’s own property. OnePoll, in conjunction with the 
lawn care company TruGreen, surveyed 2,000 Ameri-
can homeowners and found participants spent 14 hours 
outside every week in 2021, which was three hours more 
than prior to the pandemic.

• Canopy spread: Trees grow out as well as up, so it’s important to consider their 
potential width at maturity as well. The ADF sizing guide can help homeowners get 
an idea of how wide a tree is likely to be at maturity. Trees that spread out quite a bit 
don’t necessarily need to be avoided, but it’s important that they’re planted far enough 
apart so they don’t adversely affect surrounding plants. In addition, wide trees that are 
planted too close together can make the landscape appear crowded, taking something 
away from its aesthetic appeal.

• Growth rate: Growth rate is an  important variable because it can affect how 
quickly homeowners will see changes in their landscapes. Homeowners who want to 
plant for privacy can consider trees with quick growth rates or purchase more mature 
trees that are already near full growth. Those who are not in need of instant trans-
formation can try trees with slower growth rates, which the ADF notes typically live 
longer than fast-growing species.

• Requirements: Different trees require different amounts of sun and moisture and 
different soil components to thrive. Homeowners can have their soil tested to deter-
mine which trees will thrive in it. Local garden centers can be a great resource for 
homeowners who want insight as to which trees will thrive in their local climates.

Trees serve many functions on a property. Choosing the right trees for a landscape 
requires careful consideration of a host of variables.

2. Manufactured Stone Veneer: 91.4 percent recouped of $11,066 cost
3. Siding replacement (Fiber Cement): 68.3 percent recouped of $22,093 cost
4. Window replacement (Vinyl): 67.5 percent recouped of $20,482 cost

The majority of renovations on Remodeling magazine’s list of the best investments 

are exterior renovations, making this area of a home a particular point of interest for 
homeowners. The only interior project that cracked the Top 10 ROI for projects was a 
minor midrange kitchen remodel.

Exterior renovations perhaps add the most bang for your buck because they’re not 
only functional, but also because they add immediate curb appeal. Much in the way 
it has been said people eat with their eyes first — which is why chefs spend so much 
time on elaborate plating — buyers will judge a property by how it looks when they 
arrive, even before they’ve stepped inside a home. In essence, home buyers often 
judge a book by its cover. A worn exterior may indicate to potential buyers that the 
home was not maintained, however false that assumption may be.

It’s important for homeowners to consider all factors before beginning a renova-
tion.

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A sense of pride comes from a suc-
cessful do-it-yourself home improve-
ment project.

Freshly mulched beds 
beneath trees and flowers creates a 
clean and organized look, and the 
mulch also serves a practical purpose, 
as it reduces weed growth and helps 
the soil retain moisture so plants stay 
healthy and look better throughout the 
warmer months when rainfall may not 
be steady or significant.

• Plant shade trees. Shade trees can 
be especially useful when selling a 
home. The shade provided by trees can 

shield grass from blistering summer 
sun, potentially helping it stay green. 
A lush green lawn appeals to buyers 
and gives the impression the home 
has been well maintained. In addition, 
shade trees can be used to create the 
look of a backyard oasis. A well-placed 
bench beneath a large shade tree can 
entice buyers who want a relaxing spot 
to enjoy warm summer days outdoors 
without getting a sunburn. 

• Consider maintenance. The more 
exotic an exterior landscape is, the 
more maintenance it’s likely to require. 
Lawn and garden enthusiasts may not 
be turned off by landscape features that 
require steady maintenance, but home-
owners who don’t have much time for 
such work should keep things simple. 
A poorly maintained landscape, even 
if it includes exotic plants and elabo-
rate designs, will adversely affect curb 
appeal. Another feather in the cap of 
low-maintenance landscape features 
is they could prove more appealing 
to prospective buyers, who may view 
elaborate, exotic landscaping as a lot 
of extra work they won’t want to do.

Drought is becoming a more fre-
quent problem. According to 
NASA, the last 20 years have 

produced some of the driest conditions 
in the American west on record. When 
drought occurs, it is now more severe 
and pervasive than it once was, which 
underscores the importance of planning 
for drought before it occurs.

Government efforts to combat cli-
mate change, which NASA indicates is 
behind the increase in drought over the 
last two decades, might produce large 
scale change needed to protect against 
drought. But there’s also steps private 
homeowners can take to prepare for 
drought before it occurs.

• Check your well pump regularly. 
The U.S. Department of Homeland Se-
curity urges homeowners who have a 
well pump on their properties to check 
them regularly for leaks. If the pump 
turns on and off while water is not be-
ing used, it has a leak. Addressing the 
leak promptly helps to conserve water, 
which is one of the most effective means 
to combatting drought.

• Plant native species. The U.S. For-
est Service notes that native plants are 
adapted to the local climate and soil 
conditions. That means they will require 
less water and will be hardy enough to 

withstand heat waves in areas where es-
pecially high summer temperatures are 
the norm.

• Raise the blades on your lawn mow-
er. The DHS notes that lawn mower 
blades raised to at least three inches en-

courage grass roots to grow deeper and 
hold soil moisture. That can help lawns 
survive drought without much interven-
tion, including extra water during times 
when water restrictions are in place.

• Reseed lawns with drought in 

mind. When reseeding a lawn, con-
sider the potential for drought. The 
DHS recommends individuals in ar-
eas affected or likely to be affected by 
drought plant drought-resistant lawn 
seed. Drought-resistant grasses, which 
include Bermuda  and Zoysia grass, can 
withstand prolonged periods without 
water. However, before reseeding, con-
sult a local lawn and garden profession-
al to ensure the grass will thrive in your 
area.

• Devise a wise watering strategy. 
Come late spring, devise a watering 
strategy to take you through the dog 
days of summer. Water-efficient irriga-
tion systems can protect flowers, plants 
and shrubs during prolonged periods 
marked by little to no precipitation. In 
addition, less water will be lost to evap-
oration when watering during early 
morning or evening hours when tem-
peratures tend to be less extreme and 
the sun is not as high. If possible, hand 
water during these times of day or set 
irrigation system timers to do so.

Dry conditions are more common to-
day than they were 20 years ago. That 
reality means homeowners must plan 
ahead as they try to help their lawns and 
gardens survive drought. 

How to prepare for drought in advance
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Driveways are oft-overlooked components of 
home exteriors. But driveways provide func-
tionality and points of egress to a home. Indus-

try experts estimate that a new driveway costs between 
$5,000 and $7,000, though the price will vary based on 
the materials homeowners choose and the square foot-
age of the driveway. 

When deciding whether or not to renovate their drive-
ways, homeowners can review these considerations.

Materials
Driveways can be made from a variety of materials, 

even grass or soil. The following are some driveway 
materials homeowners may choose from:

• Gravel
• Chip seal
• Concrete
• Asphalt
• Rubber
• Exposed aggregate
• Pavers
• Permeable pavers
• Heated

Repair or replace?
Nearly any size crack can be patched with concrete or 

cold-patch asphalt, or specialty materials, according to 
This Old House, an online home improvement resource. 
Repairing and resealing a driveway can help prolong its 
longevity. Plus, this is a more cost-effective option for 
homeowners on a budget who want to improve curb ap-
peal and safety.

Large holes or unsightly damage may require a 
driveway replacement. This also will be the case if a 

homeowner hopes to expand the driveway. Replacing 
a driveway requires a time commitment. The existing 
driveway needs to be demolished and removed. The 
ground underneath typically is smoothed and tamped 
down. Substrate or wire mesh also may be installed. 
After the new material is laid, there may be a period 
of time for settling and curing, during which use of the 
driveway is prohibited.

DIY or professional?
While sealing and minor repairs generally can be 

handled by a homeowner who has researched the pro-
cess, large repairs or driveway replacements should be 
left to professionals for the best results. Driveway slope 

needs to be considered for proper rain runoff, and the 
professional will understand the thickness and prepara-
tory steps necessary to ensure driveway durability. In-
stallation of a heated driveways requires a specific skill 
set and this is a job best left to professional driveway 
contractors.

The options do not end with the driveway material.

How to make a backyard safe for dogs

Dogs, particularly puppies, can be 
full of boundless energy. Chan-
neling that energy into exercise 

with long walks or play sessions can help 
stem dogs’ propensity to get into trouble 
around the house as they burn off extra 
adrenaline. Pets who don’t have an ener-
gy outlet may chew off-limits objects or 
get into other mischief.

Switching to native grasses can re-

duce the need to use chemicals to get lush 
lawns. When supplementation is needed, 
homeowners can switch to organic prod-
ucts or natural compost as safer alterna-
tives than chemical-based products.

FENCE OFF THE YARD
Off-leash running and bounding 

through the yard will make any dog 
smile. However, a fence is a must-have to 
ensure a dog doesn’t become an escape 
artist. Be sure the fence is high enough 
so that the pup cannot jump over it. Bury-
ing chicken wire in the dirt beneath the 
lower edge of the fence also can help pre-
vent dogs who like to dig from exiting by 
crawling underneath the fence.

Consider installing a lock on the fence 
gate so that no one can wander in and 
surprise the dog, which may startle the 
animal and prompt it to defend the prop-
erty.

KEEP AN EYE ON ANIMALS
Dogs can spend some unattended time 

in the yard, but check in from time to 
time. Should wildlife get into the yard, 
dogs may get hurt by tussles or bites. 
Birds of prey, such as owls, hawks and 

even vultures, may attack small dogs in a 
yard. According to Pat Silvosky, director 
of the Milford Nature Center in Kansas, 
some birds can be territorial. While they 
might not view a dog as an easy meal, 
they could swoop down and attack to de-
fend territory. The same may occur with 
other wild animals.

A dog-friendly yard may require a lit-
tle effort to create, but it’s worth a little 
sweat equity to keep pups safe.

Revitalize your landscape on a budget
Many homeowners think they have to spend 

tons of green to get green in their landscape, 
but that isn’t necessarily so. Homeowners can 

improve their landscapes without digging themselves 
into financial holes.

beam of light that’s usually around 45 
degrees. Spotlights are often chosen to 
highlight specific features on a proper-
ty, like a component of the landscaping. 
Individuals who want to cast light over 
wider, more general areas may consider 
floodlights, which Lumens notes spread 
light up to 120 degrees.

Inground lighting is among the more 
sophisticated landscape lighting options.

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The benefits of planting native species

Spring and summer present ide-
al growing conditions for many 
plants, making these seasons an 

ideal time to tend to lawns and gardens. 
Though it’s easy to succumb to the temp-
tation of exotic plants, avid gardeners and 
eco-conscious planters recognize the sig-
nificance of native plants. 

Novices may not realize that native 
plants are much better for a landscape 
and the local ecosystem it calls home. 
Recognition of the many benefits of na-
tive plants can make for healthier lawns 
and gardens and a healthier planet as 
well.

• Native plants are built for local cli-
mates. One of the issues gardeners who 
plant exotic plants run into is keeping 
those plants thriving when weather turns 
harsh. For example, exotic plants may re-
quire extra watering in areas that experi-
ence drought or even long periods with-
out precipitation in spring and notably 
summer. The United States Environmen-
tal Protection Agency reports that at least

Though 
spring and summer is a great time to be 
in the yard, it’s also a great time to be out 
and about. Because native plants thrive in 
local conditions, gardeners won’t need to 
spend much of their free time tending to 
them. Exotics tend to require a lot of ex-
tra attention and effort, especially when 
conditions become harsh. Spending more 
time outdoors in harsh weather does not 
appeal to most gardeners.

• Native plants blend in with an exist-
ing landscape. Native plants look natu-
ral within an existing landscape, adding 
some instant aesthetic appeal without 
breaking the bank. When planting exot-
ics, homeowners may feel a need to rede-
sign their entire gardens to create a cer-
tain look (think Japanese garden). That 
can quickly consume a budget and take 

up a lot of free time in both the short- and 
long-term.

How to handle a lengthy renovation 
The global pandemic reignited people’s 

passions for home renovations, as they 
directed dollars that would normally have 
been spent elsewhere into the places where 
they were now spending the most time — 
their homes. According to the 10th annu-
al Houzz & Home survey of more than 
70,000 respondents in the United States, 
higher-budget projects cost around $85,000 
or more in 2020, compared with $80,000 in 
the two years prior. Kitchen projects were 
the most popular among renovating home-
owners.

Even though many COVID-19-related 
restrictions have lifted and life has largely 
returned to regular programming, renova-
tions remain a popular investment. Home-
owners embarking on home renovation 
projects understand that a certain measure 
of upheaval is to be expected, but some 
may not fully anticipate the impact that 
renovations have on daily life.

Ask your 
contractor to set up a makeshift outdoor 
shower so you have a place to get clean 
when the bathroom is under construction.

• Pack up and cover. Remodeling one 
room may cause a trickle down effect on 
other areas. Dust from drywall sanding can 

infiltrate many rooms in the home. Pack 
and label boxes with items not immediate-
ly needed and store them in another area. 
Cover most things so a film of dust won’t 
form on them.

• Adjust your schedule. Sleeping in will 
be a thing of the past for the duration of 
the renovation, as may be working from a 
home office. Try to get out of the work zone 
as much as possible for new scenery and re-

spites from the noises and smells.
• Ease up on cleaning standards. It’s 

challenging to keep a home clean during a 
renovation. Relax standards and expect a 
mess for some time. Explain to guests what 
they’ll find if they drop by.

Each year, gardening enthusiasts 
anxiously await the arrival of 
spring.

A number 
of factors must be evaluated, includ-
ing light availability; water availabili-
ty; exposure to the elements, including 
wind and extreme temperatures; and 
competition from existing vegetation, 

among other things. Document these 
variables prior to picking plants. For 
example, take note of the area you plan 
to plant to see if it is full sun or par-
tial shade, and then pick plants whose 
growing conditions align with those 
you observe.

• Look at more than looks. Aesthet-
ic appeal might be what homeowners 
most desire from their landscapes, but 
that appeal is only achieved when the 
right plants are chosen for a space. If 
the wrong plants are chosen, they’re 

unlikely to thrive or they could threat-
en existing vegetation, thus compro-
mising the overall appeal of the prop-
erty. Native plants can often handle 
local weather conditions, so prioritize 
natives over more exotic plants whose 
key attribute is aesthetic appeal. If 
jaw-dropping aesthetic appeal is your 
top priority, speak with a local land-
scaping professional about which na-
tives can provide that without compro-
mising surrounding vegetation.

• Consider maintenance prior to 

planting. Maintenance is another vari-
able gardeners must consider. Newly 
planted trees may require substantial 
watering until they’ve fully established 
their roots, and some homeowners may 
not have time for that. In addition, cer-
tain plants may require a considerable 
amount of pruning in order to create 
and maintain the look homeowners 
desire. Individuals must be willing to 
invest the time and effort necessary 
to maintain new plantings that re-
quire such diligence. If not, look for 
plants that don’t require much mainte-
nance while keeping in mind that even 
low-maintenance plants still require 
some effort and attention.

• Consider local wildlife. If your 
lawn is routinely visited by local wild-
life, then look for plants that won’t 
look like a meal to these welcome, if 
uninvited, guests. For example, if you 
routinely see deer lounging around in 
your backyard, look for deer-resistant 
plants. This is a good way to protect 
your investment, of both time and mon-
ey, and ensure minimal wildlife traffic 
through your newly landscaped yard.

Spring gardens are awe-inspiring, 
especially when homeowners embrace 
various strategies for successful plant-
ing.

How to create more privacy on your property

An inviting backyard can serve as 
a welcome retreat from the hus-
tle and bustle of daily life. After 

a long day at the office or an exhausting 
day spent transporting kids to and fro, 
it’s hard to resist the allure of a peaceful 
outdoor space in which to unwind.

Privacy is a key component of any 
backyard oasis. Some homes may be so 
remote that privacy isn’t an issue. But 
many suburban homeowners recognize 
they might need to tweak their land-
scapes if they hope to create a private 
oasis outside. 

FENCING OR PLANTING?
Most homeowners looking to create 

more privacy on their property will have 
to choose between fencing and planting. 
Fencing provides immediate privacy 
because, once it’s installed, no one can 
see into the yard. Fencing also doesn’t 
require watering or other immediate 
upkeep, which will be necessary when 
planting to ensure tree roots can establish 
themselves. 

But planting has its benefits as well. 
Planting for privacy is essentially creat-
ing a living fence that can grow over time 
and provide even more privacy as trees 
reach maturity. Plants also tend to be 
less costly than fencing. The home ren-
ovation experts at BobVila.com estimate 
that fencing projects typically cost be-
tween $1,667 and $4,075. However, fenc-
ing projects can cost considerably more 
than $4,000, especially for homeowners 
with large properties they want to en-

close. Large, mature trees can be expen-
sive, though it’s unlikely they will cost 
as much as fencing. In addition, fencing 
requires more maintenance and will po-
tentially need to be replaced, while na-

tive trees won’t require much upkeep and 
can last for generations.

PLANTING
Homeowners who choose to plant for 

privacy will next have to decide which 

type of plants to add to their properties. 
Evergreens provide year-round privacy 
because they don’t shed their leaves, so

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Though plants might not seem like the first thing individuals think of 
when they ponder long-term investments, perennials can be just that. The 
home and garden experts at HGTV note that some perennials can live for 
a very long time. For example, according to HGTV, the colorful flower-
ing plant peony, despite a blooming season that usually lasts just seven to 
10 days, has been known to survive for 70 to 100 years. Hostas are another 
popular perennial because they require little maintenance, and that extra 
free time can add up over the course of the hosta’s life, which can exceed 
15 years. Long-living perennials are not necessarily unusual, but gardeners 
should know that many perennials, and particularly those characterized as 
“short-lived,” tend to live around three years. 

Did you know?

these are the ones most often chosen when creating a living 
fence. A number of varieties of evergreen trees can do the job, 
but it’s important that homeowners consult with a landscape ar-
chitect prior to choosing trees so they can ensure the trees will 
thrive when faced with the growing conditions on their proper-
ties. During such a consultation, homeowners may discuss the 
following popular privacy trees.

• Leyland cypress: The Arbor Day Foundation® notes that 
the Leyland cypress is popular for hedges and boundaries, like-
ly because a typical tree reaches a mature height of 60’-70’ and 
can spread as wide as 25’. The Leyland cypress grows fast, 
which may appeal to homeowners who don’t want to wait to 
establish privacy.

• Green Giant Arborvitae: There are different varieties of 
the arborvitae, but the Green Giant tends to be the go-to op-
tion for privacy. The ADF notes that Green Giants will grow 

up to three feet per year until they reach maturity, providing a 
fast-growing option for privacy planters. The Green Giant can 
spread as wide as 20 feet at maturity, which is another attribute 
that makes it so popular among homeowners desiring privacy.

• Eastern White Pine: The ADF notes that the eastern white 
pine, which can reach heights as high as 80 feet, is favored in 
spacious yards. That’s likely due to its height and its potential 
spread, which can reach 40 feet. Homeowners who choose the 
eastern white pine might like it for its resemblance to a Christ-
mas tree, and in fact it is widely used for that purpose. The 
privacy provided by the eastern white pine is significant, but it 
might be best suited to especially large properties.

Whether it’s fencing or planting, homeowners have many 
options to consider as they seek to create more privacy on their 
properties.

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Exterior renovations consistently 
top the list of projects that offer 
maximum return on investment, 

according to Remodeling magazine’s 
annual “Cost vs. Value Report.” Siding 
replacement is a popular exterior renova-
tion and one that can completely trans-
form the look of a home.

Siding comes in a variety of materials, 
and homeowners can explore the  pros, 
cons and affordability of each to make 
the most informed decision when replac-
ing their existing siding. Factors to con-
sider apart from price include durability, 
maintenance and aesthetics.

VINYL
Vinyl siding is one the most popular 

siding materials in North America. That 
popularity is perhaps due to the relative-
ly low cost of vinyl siding replacement, 
which Forbes Home estimates is be-
tween $6,150 and $15,900 to install for 
a 2,000-square-foot home. A wide array 
of color options as well as weatherproof 
protection makes vinyl siding worthy of 
consideration. 

PVC, which is what vinyl siding is 
comprised of, also is quite fire-resistant. 
Potential pitfalls of vinyl are that it can 
fade more quickly than other siding ma-
terials and is sensitive to excess UV ex-
posure.

ENGINEERED
Engineered materials cost more than 

vinyl but are considered very durable. 
They can be advantageous in damp cli-
mates or ones where insects are problem-
atic. LP SmartSide™ is a type of engi-
neered hardwood that is very durable, so 
much so that a 50-year warranty often is 
offered for the product, according to First 
American Roofing & Siding. This mate-
rial can be painted if homeowners desire 
a change of color down the line. This 
siding costs around $2.50 to $4.50 per 
square foot for siding and all trim acces-
sories with an additional installation cost 
of $5.50 to $12.00 per square foot. The 
product is made of wooden strands that 
have been coated with wax for moisture 
resistance. A special zinc-based solution 
is added to protect against rot and insect 
infestation.

A similar product, HardiePlank™, is 
engineered from a blend of cement, wood 
fibers, fine sand, and water. It is similar 
in price point to the SmartSide and offers 
resistance to rot and insects. HardiePlank 
also can be repainted.

Engineered products can be more ex-
pensive to install and generally are not 
DIY renovations, which may deter home-
owners working on tight budgets.

WOOD SIDING
Wood is one of the oldest siding ma-

terials. It can be stained or painted and 
comes in a variety of styles, from boards 
to shingles. It’s a popular choice in his-
torical homes or ones with classic, archi-
tectural details. 

It’s important to note that wood is a 
combustible material that can be suscep-

tible to water and insect damage. It also 
needs to be maintained continuously to 
look its best. This makes wood siding a 
true commitment on the part of home-
owners. The cost is midrange between 
vinyl and engineered sidings.

METAL
Those interested in one of the most en-

ergy efficient options in siding can look 
no further than metal siding. Metal isn’t 
just for roofing. According to Colonial 
Contracting, Inc., metal siding creates a 
uniquely modern appearance and comes 
in a variety of styles that complement 
homes. 

Unlike fiber, wood or vinyl products, 
metal siding reflects the sun’s rays and 
keeps interior temperatures cooler in the 
summer, a boon in hot climates but may-
be not the most insulating option for cold 
climates. One potential pitfall is the pos-
sibility of rust, which would make metal 
siding a less ideal choice for those who 
live near the ocean. The cost of metal sid-
ing is comparable to other siding prod-
ucts, at around $10 per square foot.

These are a few of the siding options 
homeowners can investigate if they’re re-
vamping the exteriors of their homes.

Renovating a home is a great way 
to impart personality indoors 
and out. Improvements can make 

spaces more livable and address safety 
issues. Home renovations often take resi-
dents’ lifestyles into account, and chang-
es can be customized to accommodate a 
growing family or an empty nest.

No matter the job, home improve-
ments tend to be costly. According to 
the financial resource SoFi, on average, 
the cost to renovate or remodel a whole 
house runs between $10 and $60 per 
square foot. Certain rooms demand a 
higher cost, with a kitchen or bathroom 
remodel costing around $100 to $250 per 
square foot due to electrical and plumb-
ing needs. Figuring out how to pay for 
the improvement project is as essential to 
the planning process as picking out mate-
rials and contractors.

The following are some financial 
considerations and financing options for 
homeowners looking to renovate their 
properties.

• Consider if the investment is worth 
it. Remodeling magazine routinely as-
sesses common improvements and how 
much homeowners can expect to recoup 
on the investment in its annual “Cost v. 
Value” report. In 2022, a homeowner 
spending $4,000 on a garage door re-

placement recouped 93.3 percent of the 
investment, whereas adding a midrange 
bathroom at $63,000 would only offer a 
51.8 percent return. Homeowners must 
decide if they want to go forward with 
the project if they’re likely to get just a 
$33,000 return when they choose to sell 
the home later on.

• Refinance the home mortgage. 
Homeowners can use a cash-out mort-
gage refinance as a way to access thou-
sands of dollars for a remodel. This taps 
into a home’s equity. Keep in mind that 
the mortgage will then be a new mort-
gage at the current interest rate and an 
outstanding balance higher than what 
was the current one. Typically 20 percent 
equity in the home is needed to refinance.

• Take out a personal loan. For those 
who do not want to refinance, a personal 
loan or home improvement loan can be 
good for midsized projects, according 
to American Express. Personal loans for 
home renovations typically require no 
collateral and one’s credit score deter-
mines the interest rate.

• Utilize a home equity line of credit. 
A HELOC is a form of revolving credit, 
like a credit card. Homeowners borrow 
against the credit line granted with the 
home being the collateral. As a person 
pays down what is owed, he or she can 

borrow more. This is a good idea for 
recurring or long-term home improve-
ments. 

• Try a home equity loan. Home equi-
ty loans use the home as collateral like 
a HELOC. The home equity loan is an 
installment loan for a fixed amount on 
a fixed monthly schedule for a set term. 
These are sometimes called second mort-
gages.

• No- or low-interest credit card. 
Smaller projects can be financed using 
credit cards. Many will offer introducto-
ry rates with no interest for a few months. 
This is generally only preferable if a per-
son can pay off the balance before inter-
est is charged. 

These are the primary ways to finance 
home improvement projects when costs 
exceed available cash on hand.

Individuals looking to renovate 
their homes typically reach out to 
a number of professionals for es-

timates before choosing a contractor. 
Once that decision has been made, it’s 
customary to sign a contract to ensure 
all parties are protected during and af-
ter the work. 

A renovation contract outlines the 
details of a remodeling job. The con-
struction company or the general con-
tractor will create this legal document, 
which will list the steps of the job and 
how issues will be resolved should 
problems arise. Prior to signing a con-
tract, however, homeowners should 
engage in a conversation with the con-
tractor and ask key questions.

• How long have you been in busi-
ness? Verify the information that the 
contractor and/or company provides 
by doing a search with the Better 
Business Bureau and perusing online 
reviews to confirm the company is de-
pendable.

• Are you independently owned? 
Some companies are independent-
ly owned businesses while others are 
franchises. Franchised businesses may 
have to follow a strict set of rules, 
while independent contractors may 

have more leeway in terms of policies.
• What is your licence number? Ob-

tain the licensure information as well 
as the contractor’s insurance details. A 
contractor’s general liability insurance 
protects your home and property in the 
event of an accident.

• Are you familiar with local build-
ing codes? Check to see if the contrac-
tor has worked in the area before, and 
if he or she is familiar with the permit 
process. Make sure a contract docu-
ments who will be securing the per-
mits.

• How will the project be super-
vised? Some contractors sub-contract 
out the work and may only stop by to 
check on progress. Understand how 
often those drop-ins will take place, 
and how to get in touch with the per-
son in charge should a problem arise.

• Is there a warranty? Certain con-
tractors will stand behind their work 
for a period of time, even coming to 
make repairs if there are any issues. 
Check to see if a warranty policy is in 
place.

• What is the policy for home pro-
tection and clean-up? You’ll want to 
ensure the rest of your home doesn’t 
become damaged or soiled due to the 

construction. Have the contractor spell 
out plans for mitigating mess during 
demolition, and whether the construc-
tion company will be responsible for 
removing the debris.

• What is the final price? One of the 
more important questions to ask is if 
the price stated on the contract will be 
the final price, or should incidentals 
be expected if issues are unearthed 

during construction? Some contrac-
tors may need to tack on charges for 
extra materials, and that can stretch 
homeowners’ budgets.

It’s important to touch base with the 
contractor and ask key questions about 
the project, which will be reflected on 
the contract both parties eventually 
sign.
